	Establish target pollutant loads on a subwatershed basis to achieve water quality standards.
	High priority over moderate term

	1.2
	Establish water quality standards for lakes and wetlands that will achieve the desired levels of use.
	High priority over moderate term

	1.3
	Determine if water quality objectives are exceeded and total maximum daily loads are necessary by conducting a baseline monitoring program.
	High priority over short term

	1.4
	Monitor existing and planned BMPs to evaluate their effectiveness.
	Medium priority over long term

	1.5
	Facilitate BMP retrofitting opportunities during public improvement projects.
	Medium priority over moderate to long term

	1.6
	Evaluate and implement beneficial land use BMPs.
	Medium priority over short to moderate term

	1.7
	When planning for a septic system, well locations, land capability, and critical areas (streams) should be considered.
	Medium priority over long term

	Enforce and revise code to close current loopholes to address septic system failures.
