	Establish an interagency technical team to review all projects and consider the interrelation between all natural resources and how to avoid negatively impacting them.
	Medium priority over moderate to long term

	19.2
	Establish water quality standards for wetlands that will achieve the desired levels of use.
	High priority over moderate term

	19.3
	Set performance standards for aquatic and terrestrial habitat management within and adjacent to water bodies to maximize fish and wildlife habitat.
	High priority over moderate term

	19.4
	Ensure compliance with performance standards for sediment control at construction sites.
	High priority over short term

	19.5
	Require on-site detention basins or alternative effective best management practices on all new development and redevelopment sites where water quality goals are not currently being met.
	High priority over moderate term

	19.6
	Provide education on nutrient reduction, sediment reduction, and other nonpoint sources of pollution.
	Medium priority over short term

	19.7
	Identify, inventory, and assess wetland function and value and provide strategy for management.
	High priority over short to moderate term

	19.8
	Develop a wetland management plan based on assessment of function and value that prioritizes degraded wetlands with the greatest potential for restoration.
	High priority over moderate term

	19.9
	Seek opportunities to create new wetlands and restore previously impacted wetlands.
	Medium priority over moderate to long term

	19.10
	Provide education on relationship between habitat and water quality and the importance of wetlands and riparian areas.
	Medium priority over short term

	19.11
	Communicate to the Board of Supervisors that watershed management needs to be factored into existing and future building, water supply, and recreation planning.
	High priority over short term

	19.12
	Coordinate planning activities and share information about future growth.
	Medium priority over short to moderate term

	Coordinate with and involve appropriate agencies early in the planning process.
	Medium priority over short to moderate term

	Coordinate with the Regional Council of Rural Counties to take advantage of lobbying strength when looking for project and program funding.

	Implement stream monitoring for nitrates, phosphorus, or what is being discharged to wetlands.
