	Ensure consistently effective storm water management among cities by creating a committee of city and county representatives who will meet quarterly to discuss storm water issues.
	Medium priority over short term

	Assist cities in the preparation and updating of their local management plans and regulatory programs.
	Low priority over moderate to long term

	24.3
	Establish an interagency technical team to review all projects and consider the interrelation between all natural resources and how to avoid negatively impacting them.
	Medium priority over moderate to long term

	24.4
	Inspect and maintain all components of the storm water management system.
	High priority over short term

	24.5
	Inventory and define 100-year flood elevations for all water bodies within the watershed.
	High priority over short term

	24.6
	Restrict construction of structures within the 100-year flood elevation of any water body.
	High priority over short term

	24.7
	Require water quantity control practices on all new development and redevelopment to preserve existing 100-year flood elevations.
	Medium priority over moderate to long term

	Evaluate retrofitting opportunities for existing storm water management systems to achieve water quality standards.
